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On July 7, 2003, Secretary Hughes signed the Hazardous Substance Cleanup Act Policy on Mixed Funding and Brownfield Grants (HSCA Funding Policy). This Policy authorizes the appropriation of $3,000,000.00 annually from the Hazardous Substance Cleanup Act Fund (HSCA Fund) for the purpose of reimbursing reasonable remedial costs to eligible parties and sites (§9113(c)(4)). Of this amount, no more than $1,000,000.00 may be used for Brownfield grants.


The completion of all or parts of this application is a requirement to process a request for funding from the Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Site Investigation and Restoration Branch’s (DNREC-SIRB) HSCA Fund and for Brownfield certification. Funding under the HSCA Policy on Mixed Funding and Brownfield grants shall be provided only to those parties who apply to the DNREC-SIRB.   This application does not obligate the State of Delaware or any State agency to grant any form of financial assistance.  All determinations concerning funding or certification is at the sole discretion of the Secretary, or his designee.

No more than one million dollars ($1,000,000), to include any combination of mixed funding and Brownfields grant funding, may be allocated to any one project and/or applicant in any single fiscal year.  For the purposes of Brownfields grant funding, no more than forty thousand dollars ($40,000) may be awarded to any single project for approved costs incurred for assessment, investigation or remedial activities. For the purposes of this application, approved costs do not include such items as demolition of existing structures unless such demolition is required under the approved investigation or remedial activity, development or redevelopment activities, including lead and/or asbestos abatement and grading of the site, unless the grading is part of an approved remedial plan, and any legal expenses.  In addition, the Department will waive payment for up to ten thousand dollars ($10,000) of its review costs for the project.  

Funding for either mixed funding or Brownfield grants will only be provided to applicants who are willing to enter into a written agreement pursuant to HSCA. Applicants eligible for mixed funding may not be awarded Brownfields grant funding. Reimbursement for mixed funding will be made upon completion of the project or in increments of $50,000.00. Reimbursement for Brownfield grant funding will be made upon completion of the project or in increments of $10,000.00. In either situation, reimbursement will be provides after the incremental expenses have been incurred and the Department receives receipts thereof.

The Department will generally not provide funding that will result in having the State, including funding provided by any other State agency for the purpose of Brownfield assessment, investigation and remedial activities, provide more than 90% of the cost of remedial activities at any given site (HSCA Funding Policy Section II(6)). Additionally, for the purposes of funding under this policy, Brownfields grant funding, all land acquisition projects entailing multiple parcels, or projects that divide a single parcel into operable units (OUs) or HSCA identification numbers, are to be considered a single project, eligible for one (1) funding allocation.


For the purposes of this application, funding eligibility is distinct and separate from Brownfield certification. Brownfield certification is derived from facts relating to the site, not the applicant. Specifically, certification is based on the threshold criteria outlined in section 14.5 of the Delaware Regulations Governing Hazardous Substance Cleanup. Brownfield certification may be obtained regardless of the status of the applicant for funding purposes, or their status as a potentially responsible party (PRP). Mixed Funding and Brownfield grants, however, are based on the eligibility of the applicant. These criteria are outlined in the above referenced policy. Note: Brownfield grant funding does require that the site be certified as a Brownfield.


Due to the expenditure of public funds associated with the Brownfields Program, it is DNREC’s expectation that applicants will be proactive in communicating project details with local elected officials and organized community groups. DNREC will help the applicant develop an outreach program to gauge community support for the project. DNREC may also recommend outreach strategies to help align the project with community needs and expectations.
